Schedule of the Indian Constitution

The 11th Schedule of the Indian Constitution was added in 1992 by the
73rd Constitution Amendment Act. This schedule contains 29 subjects.
This schedule covers important topics such as Panchayat's powers, rural
development, poverty alleviation, market, roads and drinking water etc.

Eleventh schedule of Indian Constitution contains the following functional
items placed within the purview of the Panchayats:

1. Agriculture including agricultural expansion

2. Land improvement, implementation of land reforms, land consolidation
and soil conservation.

3. Animal Husbandry, Dairying and poultry

4. Fisheries Industry

5.Minor irrigation, water management and watershed development

6. Social forestry and farm forestry
